Sharing our Legacy

Did you know that some of the most amazing and awesome biodiversity in the world can be found in Spanish-speaking countries (ie.
Panama, Costa Rica)? There is a wide array of climates and topographies, ranging from the driest deserts to the coldest gulfs, from
wide plains to high mountain ranges, from valleys to tropical forests and rain forests. They boast an immensely rich autochthonous
flora and fauna.

Spanish is a romance language that evolved in Spain from Latin and other Iberian languages and Arabic. Over 450 million people speak
Spanish worldwide, making # one of the most spoken mother tongues on the planet after Mandanin Chinese. It is a highly developed
language that has contributed a great Number of classical quthors, and that has had a tremendous influence on world literature
(Cervantes, Inca Gareilaso, Caldersn) including many well-known writers in the XX Century. Among them, ten have been awarded the
Nobe! prize for literature.

There are over twenty countries that have Spanish as an official or co-official language. They are spread around Europe (Spain,
Andorra), Africa (Equatorial Guinea, Western Saharal, North America (Mexico and a large Hispanic  community in the U.S.) Central
America (Guatemala, Honduras, El Salvador, Nicaragua, Costa Rica, Panama) the Caribbean (Cuba, Dominican Republic, puerto Rico - USA)
South America (Venezuela, Colombia, Ecuador, Peru, Bolivia, Chile, Paraguay Uruguay and Argentina) and the Philippines, where it is
regaining popularity. The most populous Spahish-speaking country is Mexico, with over 108 million people, and the largest in territorial
areq is Argentina.

Machu Picchu, and the gigantic stone heads of Easter Lslind. It also includes the stories of such great empires as the Inca, the Maya,
and the Aztecs. fFinally, Hispanic history is full of hope and courage because it contains the stories of the Hispanic people’s struggles
for freedom and justice.

Have you heard about El Cid, Moctezwna, Simoh ®ofivar, La Pasionaria, Queen Lsabella, Rigoberta Menchd, Eva persn or Che Guevara?
Spanish-speaking countries have a long history ful of mystery and exciting stories of famous heroes and heroines from many
different places and walks of fife. Many of these famous individuals were powerful. controversial and charismatic. They range from
statesmen to poets, and from explorers to scientists and sports stars. They also include Many world-renowned antists, both past and
present.

Hispanic arts are also famous around the world. Who has Not enjoyed the iively rhythns of the famous dances such as flamenco
tango and salsa? Who has hot seen the revolutionary art of internationally-renowned artists like Picasso, Frida Khalo, Daff, ahd Botero.
There are many famous architectural monuments in Spanish-speaking countries which have been recoghized as World Heritage sites,
including cathedrals, Mayah pyrarmids, Inca mountain  cities like Machu Picchu, and the mysterious Nazca lines, dlso in peru. Hispanic
arts are very much dlive and contemporary.  They include popular singers such as Ricky Martin, Enrique Lglesias, and Shakira,
international actors like penelope Cruz, Salma Hayek, Javier Sardem and Gael Garcla Berndl.
